1. Go to our website (pcsnw.org) and click on the “Enrolled Families
Resources” — you will need to log in (your login is your last name &
first name — i.e. vandenbergscott) if you need help with your
password, Let me know and I can reset it.

2. Click on the Student Re-Enrollment Package green button
(https://pcsnw.org/student-re-enrollment-package/) -

3. Each form needs to be clicked and each child’s form needs to be reviewed by you to update the forms we need for
re-enrollment: click on the + blue button beside your child’s name and select Edit entry

4. Make any updates you need and at the bottom, be sure to change the date to the date you review the form.

5. At the bottom of the list there is a link to the “Student Re-Enrollment Form Checklist”
(https://pesnw.org/student-re-enrollment-form-checklist/) — all the forms need to be done and you need to check
the box when you have completed them. This way when you are done, I will be notified and can bring your
application to the Board for approval.

6. Be sure to stop by the office and pay the registration fee once you have completed the paperwork — once both are
received, your “spot” is secured (and we will let you know if you have been approved).
